The only elderly
person he killed was Bhishma’s maternal uncle who asked Bheema to kill him as to release him from the sin of fighting for the Kauravas on
account of Bhishma, his nephew.

Bheema’s character was described as courageous, assertive, strong, resolute, meek, honest, and treating people equally.

He finished his days with his brothers on their great and final journey of pilgrimage in the Himalayas. He was the last to die on the journey,
leaving his eldest brother Yudhisthira alone to complete the journey by himself.
