Krishna was of the royal family of Mathura kingdom and a leading prince at the court, the then king of Dwaraka. He married Rukmini, the
incarnation of Vishnu’s eternal consort, Goddess Lakshmi.

 

During the Kurukshetra war, Krishna was at the side with the Pandavas to be their advisor. Even though he had taken the vow of not actually
fighting in the war, he was instrumental in bringing about the Pandavas’ victory. At the end of the war, the bitterly angry mother of the Kauravas
after witnessing the death of her sons accused Krishna of not doing enough to stop the war. Krishna stated that his duty was not to prevent the
war, but to bring about victory for the righteous side.
